Rules And Regulations

1. All Goat Exhibitors are subject to the General Rules and Regulations of the WCFA.  The WCFA reserves to its executive committee the final and absolute right to interpret all rules and regulations and arbitrarily settle all matters, questions and differences there to.

2. ELIGIBILITY:  See WCFA General Rules.    
             A current House Bill #72/Texas Cooperative Extension Declaration of Eligibility Form 

            for 4-H members or a WCFA Eligibility Form will be required by each exhibitor to be

            submitted at check-in time at show date.  NO EXCEPTIONS.
            Substitutions for scholastic ineligibility will be allowed with the approval of the 

            committee chairman.  Substitute exhibitor must also submit a House Bill 72/Texas  

            Cooperative Extension Declaration of Eligibility Form for 4-H or Waller County Fair 

            Association Eligibility Form for a FFA member.

     3.    The work rule will be enforced according to the WCFA General Rule (see WCFA    

            General rules).  Please read carefully and understand your obligations under this rule.  

            Parents must be signed up to work prior to Tuesday, September 28, 2010 at check-in or 
            exhibitor will not be allowed to check in.
            For an Exhibitor to participate in the Market Goat Division the Goat Committee requires each 

            family to participate in one fundraiser. For non-fulfillment of this rule the family may obtain a 

            $100.00 donation-to be paid to committee before the September 28, 2010 check in, or the 

            exhibitor will not be allowed to check in.
     4.    There will be a MANDATORY Exhibitor Meeting April 20,2010 at 7:30 P.M.  The 

            Exhibitor and one legal guardian must attend in order to Tag In a market goat.  

            The Market Goat Committee will tag-in Market Goats on Tuesday            

            June 8, 2010 at the Waller County Fair Grounds from 6:00 to 8:00     

            P.M.  No goats will be tagged in unless the exhibitor and one parent/guardian were present        

            at the Mandatory Exhibitor meeting where rules were received and signed for.  
            Exhibitors must be present at Tag in- a mandatory picture will be taken of exhibitor with 
            entry(s).
     5.    All Goats must weigh a minimum of 30lbs. at  tag-in.  A goat may be any breed or 
            Crossbreed.  An Exhibitor may tag-in two Does and two Wethers with the understanding that

            only two goats will be shown at the 2010 Waller County Fair Goat Show.  All Does will be 

            shown in one class in the Waller County Fair Goat Show.  All Wethers will be broken into 

             weight groups.  All goats must be dehorned and/or disbudded prior to tag-in. 
             All Male goats must be castrated prior to tag-in. 
             All Doe goats may not be bred or have kidded in the past.  

             All Does must have a Scapies Tag placed in ear.

            FAILURE TO FOLLOW ABOVE RULES WILL RESULT IN    

            AUTOMATIC DISQUALIFICATION AND NOT BE ALLOWED TO TAG IN. 
           (NO EXCEPTIONS)

     6.   A goat previously sold at any junior livestock auction is ineligible to tag-in for the WCFA 

           goat show. 

     7.  Each exhibitor may tag in his/ her goats in the family name.  However, they must be 

          designated to one child at the progress show and may not be changed once recorded. 
     8.  Entry Fees: See WCFA General Rules.  
     9.  Waller County Fair ear tags will be used.  If the tag comes out of the goat’s ear, the 
          committee chairperson should be notified immediately, before any healing can begin, so 
          that the goat can be re-tagged.  Failure to do so will result in the disqualification of the 
         animal. 
   10. The MANDATORY Progress Show will be held Saturday, July 17, 2010      
         at 2:00 P.M. at the Waller County Fairgrounds.  

         Exhibitors are required to present ALL tagged in entries for a weigh-in and must participate in 

         Showmanship with one goat (if 2 or more are tagged in all goats will be walked in ring in a non            

         Judged class).  THIS IS A MANDATORY REQUIREMENT.  Failure to comply with this  

         requirement will result in the disqualification of entry and exhibitor. Arrangements must be 

         made with the chairperson at least one week in advance in the event the  

         progress show conflicts with a school function or if there is an illness that has been excused 
         by a physician.  The Goat Committee will then vote if it is an allowable excuse.  However, the  

         goat  entry(s) must still be present for weigh-in and all must be shown by a qualified 
         exhibitor in the non judged class. 
  11. For the Progress Show all Goats MUST be show clipped to be allowed in the judged 
        Classes and the exhibitors are to be neatly dressed (walking shorts are acceptable). 
        MANDATORY REQUIREMENT:  THE GOAT  

        WILL BE DISQUALIFIED IF IT HAS ANY HORN REGROWTH.
        No training or spiked collars may be used.  If goats were put into the 

        family name at tag in they must be designated to the exhibitor at this time.  Showmanship 
        classes  will be divided into the following classes based upon the exhibitor’s age on  

        September 1, 2010.

        A.   Senior-Age 14, 15, 16, 17 and 18 years old

        B.   Junior-Age: 9, 10, 11, 12 and 13 years old

        C.   Novice- First Year Goat Exhibitor 

 12.  Fair Check In-All Goats must be checked-in and weighed on Tuesday, September 28, 2010 at  

        designated times at the Waller County Fairgrounds.  (NO EXCEPTIONS)

         Only goats entered and being shown are allowed in the fairgrounds.

        All Doe Entries must have a clear/current health certificate (done with-in last 30 days) and state 
        doe is open and unbred. 

        If an exhibitor cannot bring his/her animals due to school activities, parents/guardians may 

        check in entry(s).  Pen numbers will be assigned by the committee at the time of check-in 

        exhibitor will be stalled with club or chapter designated on the Market Entry Form at time of 

       Tag-in. 
       There will not be any changes to pen assignments. Goats must remain 
        in their assigned pens throughout the entire fair to be eligible for participation in goat show, 
        herdsman judging, and livestock auction. 

        All goats must be show clipped and clean upon arrival.  No body clipping will be done  

        at fairgrounds.  No change of color of the animal by painting or dying will be allowed and 

        will lead to disqualification. Each animal will be weighed no more than twice, unless the 

        committee requires a re-weigh.  Any goat weighing less than 60lbs.  minimum is 

        disqualified and must be removed from the fairgrounds no later than one hour after the 

        conclusion of the show.  Once animal has qualified for the show, it cannot leave the 

        fairgrounds.

 13.  The WCF has a Zero Tolerance policy:  Please see WCFA General Rules.
        Unsportsmanlike conduct will not be tolerated.  
        Unethical Fitting will not be allowed.  

        Exhibitors will not be allowed to use electronic devices on their goats. No spiked training collars 
        will be allowed at the show.  
        No icing of animal will take place.
        No change of color of the animal by painting or dying will be allowed.  
        The WCFA general rule relating to the prohibition on the use of drugs and other substances
        applies fully to the market goat animals.  (See WCFA General Rules for rules and regulations).

        The Goat Committee and WCFA reserves the right to perform random drug testing on all 
        animals. 
 14.  Exhibitors are expected to keep their pens and the area in front of their pens clean at 

        all times.  A $20.00 per exhibitor Stall Deposit Will Be Collected At Check In.  Deposit Will
        be returned to exhibitor at check out upon inspection of pen.   Trash 

        should be thrown in the barrels and manure is to be put in dumpsters.  No bedding is allowed 
        in pens. The goat committee will be doing random checks from Tuesday until Saturday for 
        points toward the Herdsman award.   The exhibitor is to feed and water his/her goat(s) daily. 15.   Awards will be given in the WCFA Wether Goat Classes, each Showmanship class and for 
       Grand and Reserve Champion Doe and Wether.  Herdsman awards will be given based on points 
       given out all week and Herdsman Interviews.  Interviews will be conducted on Friday, October
       1, 2010 starting at 4:00 P.M. until 6:00P.M. by Judges appointed by the Goat Committee.
       Exhibitors are encouraged to be present at their stall during the interview process.  There is an 
        Outstanding Senior Exhibitor award and Outstanding JR. Exhibitor award to be given out 
        based on points accumulated thru out the project period.  There is a overall group herdsman 

        traveling trophy award.
16.   Judge will determine sale order, except for Grand and Reserve Champion.  The sale drive will

        take place at the conclusion of the market goat show.  Only Grand and Reserve Doe will sale in  

        the WCFA Livestock Auction. 
17.   If an exhibitor has more than one market project that is eligible for sale in the WCFA          

        livestock auction the exhibitor must notify the Goat Chairman as to which project they 
        intend to sell no later than one hour after the final market show on Thursday, September 30, 
        2010.  Except as to the Grand and Reserve animals that must sell pursuant to WCFA general 
        rule.  If the goat exhibitor fails to notify the Goat Chairman accordingly the Goat 
        Chairman and the Sales Committee will make the final decision as to which project will sell 
        in the WCFA  Auction.  There will be absolutely no writing on animals going thru the 

        auction ring.  Exhibitors ARE NOT ALLOWED to ask for their project back or swap an animal

        after it has been sold in the auction-WCFA General Rule will be enforced.
18.   All Junior livestock Sale exhibitors must return to the committee chairperson a 

        HANDWRITTEN thank you note to the buyer of their project, to the buyer if donated back 

        for re-sale and to the sponsor of any award received (Buckle, Plaque, Money ect…).  Each 

        thank you note must be placed in an UNSEALED, STAMPED AND ADDRESSED 

        ENVELOPE.
        Thank You Notes must be turned into the committee chairperson no later than October 18, 2010.  

        Failure to comply with this rule will result in a $100.00 deduction from your sales check.
        If the exhibitor has been issued the $100.00 penalty, he/she must still write a Thank You 

        note to the buyer and sponsors.  If the Committee Chairperson does not receive a Thank 

       You note, the exhibitor will not receive the check until one is furnished.

19.  Exhibitors are responsible for the pick up and/or delivery of their sale projects during the 
       designated time of release.  Exhibitors must deliver their project to the destination 
       designated by the buyer.  Failure to comply with this pick up and delivery will result in a 
       $100.00 per animal delivery charge assessed by the WCFA.  The WCFA assumes no 
       responsibility for the delivery of the exhibitor’s project.  Every Junior Market Goat Exhibitor 
       must sign an acknowledgement for receipt of a Proof of Fair Project Delivery Form before 

       the release of the Goat from The Goat Committee. 
20.  All rules must be complied with.  In the event an exhibitor breaks a rule, the Market Goat 
       Committee will make a ruling and the results will be passed on to the exhibitor.
