RULES 
 

1.  Exhibitor and Parent/Guardian must attend mandatory exhibitors meeting on Thursday, April 22, 2010 at 6:30 PM at the Waller County Fair Grounds Creative Living Building.  Any hardship cases must be brought to the attention of the Lamb Committee Chairman prior to the meeting.
2.  All entries are subject to the general rules and regulations of the Waller County Fair Association. The Waller County Fair Association reserves to its executive committee the final and absolute right to interpret all rules and regulations and arbitrarily settle all matters, questions and differences there to.
 
3. Each exhibitor may tag-in a maximum of 2 lambs.  All Lambs must be sheared, washed and brought to the Waller County Fair Grounds for Tag-In on Thursday, June 24, 2010 between the hours of 7:00 PM – 8:30 PM. All Ram Lambs must have been weathered prior to the Tag-In, all ewe Lambs must have scrapies tag.  NO SHEERING WILL BE ALLOWED AT THE WALER COUNTY FAIRGROUNDS!
 
4. It is the responsibility of the parent and exhibitor to assure that the proper tag # is assigned to the correct exhibitor and lamb.

5. Each exhibitor will be responsible for having his/her Lamb(s) sheered for Tag-in, Progress show and Main show. NO SHEERING WILL BE ALLOWED AT THE WALER COUNTY FAIRGROUNDS!
6. Progress show: see above schedule. all lambs must be present. Failure to be present and participate in the showmanship contest will result in disqualification from the market lamb show. Any hardship cases must be brought to the attention of the lamb committee chairman prior to the progress show. Lambs must be washed, sheared and brought to the fairgrounds ready to show.
 

7.  There will be three (3) divisions in the progress showmanship contest. Age divisions are determined by the following criteria. Junior Div.: 9 or in the third grade – 13 years of age as of September 1, 2010. Senior Div.: 14 – 19 years of age as of September 1, 2010.  1st Year Exhibitor Div.: 1st year EVER to exhibit a Lamb in a show.

 

8. Lambs may not be iced prior to show. No electric shock or any type of stimulation may be used to firm muscling of animals. There will be no unnecessary mistreatment of animals. The showing of unethically fitted livestock at the Waller County Fair is prohibited. Unethically fitting, within the meaning of the rules will be deemed to consist of any method altering the natural confirmation of any part of the animal’s body. Exhibitors found in violation of this rule will be immediately disqualified and shall remove disqualified project for the fairgrounds. The use of diuretics, tranquilizers, sedatives, alcohol or any drug not approved for food animal use are specifically prohibited. Drugs that are approved for food animals such as antibiotics, antibacterial, insecticides and vaccines all have withdraw times prior to slaughter, which must be strictly adhered to. Exhibitors are encouraged to consult their veterinarian when in doubt.  The WCFA general rule relating to the prohibition on the use of drugs and other substances

applies fully to the market lamb animals.  (See WCFA General Rules for rules and regulations).

The Lamb Committee and WCFA reserves the right to perform random drug testing on all        animals. Any and all exhibitors found in violation of this rule shall be immediately disqualified. In addition, should residuals be found, either during the show or at the time of slaughter by any method of inspection, the exhibitor will be disqualified, banned from showing and the buyer shall be due a full refund, where applicable.  In this case, all show placings will be advanced as needed.
 9. Check-in see above schedule. All lambs must be checked and weighed in between 10:00 am and 11:30 am or they will be disqualified. If any exhibitor cannot bring his/her project due to school activities, parents may bring them. Once the lamb has been weighed in, it cannot leave the fairgrounds.  Signed elgibility forms are due to the committee at the time of check-in.  
 
10. Lambs weighing under 90 pounds or more than 150 pounds will be sifted and removed from the fairgrounds immediately.  
 

11. Lamb classes at the Waller County Fair will be in three categories as follows: (a) light weight, (b) medium weight, (c) heavy weight. After all lambs have been weighted lambs will be divided as evenly as possible and will be posted on the bulletin board prior to show time.
 

 

12. All lambs must return for sale order. If you do not want to sell your lamb DO NOT return to the ring for sale order.  Sale order will be determined by the Market Lamb Show judge.

 

13. Under no circumstances shall any exhibitor ask the buyer for their project back after it has been sold in the Auction.  

14. All exhibitors that sell in the junior livestock auction must have their thank you letters, to their buyers and their award sponsors to the lamb committee chairman within 14 days of the sale. Failure to do so will result in a $100.00 fine to be deducted from the exhibitors check.
15.  It is the responsibility of the chairperson, committee members, exhibitors and parent to make sure the correct tagged animal is delivered to or loaded upon the proper trailer.  Swapping of animals will not be allowed!  If caught swapping your animal, you will be banned from the fair and forfeit all rights to participate in future fairs.

16.  A herdsman award of $100.00 will be presented on Saturday, October 2, 2010.
