RULES

1. All entries are subject to the General Rules and Regulations of the Waller County Fair Association.  The Waller County Fair Association reserves to its Executive Committee the final and absolute right to interpret all rules and regulations and arbitrarily settle all matters, questions and differences there to.

2. Exhibitors must own the steer before weigh-in date and continue to own steer throughout the feeding period.

3. Steers will be weighed-in at the Waller County Fairgrounds.

4. Ear tags will be used.  If ear tag is lost, inform the steer committee immediately.

5. ENTRY FEE: Refer to WCFA General Rules and Jr. Livestock Auction Rules.

6. The Steer Committee recommends the steer weigh at least 700 pounds by the first weigh-in.

7. Calves must be dehorned and castrated prior to weigh-in on May 7th, 2011.
8. PROGESS SHOW: See above Schedule.  It is mandatory that all steers be present and exhibited.  Showmanship and weight gain awards will be given. Substitute exhibitors are ineligible for showmanship awards.

9. All Junior Market Steer entries must be completely halter broke and under full exhibiting control of the exhibitor or an approved substitute in the show ring at the Junior Market Steer Progress Show.  One or more qualified professionals will be assisting the Steer Committee at the show.

10.  Exhibitors will be assigned stall spaces by the committee chairman at time of fair.

11. Awards will be given for:

a.) Best Daily Average Gain, b.) Winners of Class, c.)Showmanship.

12. There will be two divisions at the Waller County Fair Steer Show, a) American Breed Cross (ABC), and b) All Other Breeds (AOB). American Breeds will consist of Brahman, Beefmaster, Brangus, and Santa Gertrudis influence.  Any steer that does not classify American will be shown as an AOB. Classifiers decision will be final.  Steers will be placed in respective divisions at the progress show.   

13. All steer show contestants are required to show in the showmanship classes.

14. Check- In: All steers must be in the barn and checked in at the livestock office between 2:00 pm and 3:00 pm on September 28th, 2011.  Weigh-In: All steers must be weighed-in between 3:30 pm and 4:30 pm on September 28th, 2011.  Anyone not checked – in by 3:00 pm and weighed by 4:30 pm WILL BE DISQUALIFIED.  Classes will be determined by weight within their breed category at that time. These classes will be determined by the Steer Committee.  A posting of the classes will be made as soon as possible after the weigh-in.

15. Work Rule: Refer to General Rules.

16. Tag-In: Refer to General Rules.

17. Steers must weigh a minimum of 1000 pounds at fair time.

18. No tooth rule at Fair time.

19. The show Judge reserves the right to sift any animal or animals if in his/her opinion, the steer will not grade US Select yield grade 3 or better.

20. Judge to determine sale order of steers, except for Grand and Reserve Breed Champions. Grand and Reserve Breed Champions will sale in order they are shown.

21. Age Regulations: Refer to General Rules.

22. There will be a designated area for the set up and use of trim racks during the Fair.

23. All Steers hair coats must be dry at all weigh-ins.

24. Grooming Rule: All steers must be clipped to have no more that ¼ inch of hair or less on any part of the steer’s body upon arrival of the fair grounds.  The only exception will be the steer’s tail switch.  The steer’s tail may be ratted, balled, or bobbed off.  Steers will be checked September 28th, 2011 at the time of weigh in for conformity of the ¼ inch or less of hair.  No clipping of the steers (electrical or manual) will be allowed once the steers are on the fairgrounds.  Any steer found in violation of this rule will be disqualified from the show and removed from the fair grounds.

25. No change of color pattern of the animal by painting or dying will be allowed.

26. Under no conditions shall the exhibitor solicit the purchaser for the return of his or her project.

27. Thank you letters, delivery tickets and picture receipts are the responsibility of the exhibitor.  Thank you letters must be mailed or delivered to the Steer Chairman no later than 14 days after the sale of the project or there will be a $100.00 fine.  All thank you letters must have a self addressed, stamped envelope attached with them to be mailed by the steer chairperson.  Picture receipts and delivery tickets are to be delivered or mailed to the Steer Chairman no later than 21 days after the picture delivery date set by the Waller County Fair Association.  The $100.00 deduction does not remove the Thank You letter requirement. David Franz 31525 Shiloh Road, Waller, Texas 77484.
28. LIVESTOCK ONLY ON WEDNESDAY, September 28th, 2011.  All tack and supplies must be unloaded and placed at assigned stalls by Monday.  There will be absolutely no tack allowed to be unloaded from trailers while in line to unload animals on Wednesday.

29. All Steers will be weighed, ear tagged and DNA samples will be taken at the weigh-in on May 7th, 2011.  Steers cannot be added or switched after the initial weigh-in.  Any steer that does not match with their initial DNA sample will be disqualified and further actions will be carried out by the Waller County Fair Association.

30. Absolutely NO tack may be removed from the fairgrounds until Sunday, October 2nd, 2011.

31. Prizes will be awarded to the individual herdsman and the 4-H or FFA group in charge of their designated livestock exhibits. A judge will be inspecting throughout the show for: 

a.) orderliness and cleanliness of stalls and animals;

b.) Promptness on having stalls cleaned;

c.) Arrangement of stall and service areas;

d.) Personal appearance of herdsman and helpers;

e.) Observance of all rules and regulations;

f.) Cooperation with show officials in promoting the fair; and

g.) Interviews with the individual Junior Steer exhibitors regarding their entries and livestock exhibit

32. Herdsmen interviews will be conducted by the herdsman committee judges between the hours of 3:00 pm and 6:00 pm on Friday following the Fair Junior Steer Show.  Junior Steer exhibitors are encouraged to be present at their stall during the entire interview period.

33. All parents of exhibitors must sign up to work by check-in for exhibitors to be eligible to participate in the steer show and sale.
