                                                                RULES AND REGULATIONS 

 
 

1.  All classes in this show will be governed by the American Rabbit Breeders Association guidelines 
as outlined in the ARBA Standard of Perfection 
 

2. The breeding show will be limited to the following breeds: Californian, Satin, Champagne 
D’Argent, New Zealand, Palomino and Cinnamons 
 

3. Awards will be presented as follows: 
           Grand & Reserve Trophies (1st – 10th place ribbons)  
 

4. There will be separate classes for Bucks and Does 
 

5. All rabbits must be tattooed in the left ear. NO tattooing will be done at the show, and should 
be done at least a week before show. 
 

6. No does with litters will be allowed in the show. 
 

7. Mixed breed rabbits are not eligible to show. 
 

8. Absolutely no breeding will be allowed on the fairgrounds 
 

9. There will be no cages provided for the breeding rabbits. This is a carry cage show only; the 
exhibitor is responsible for their breeding rabbits at all times. It is the exhibitor’s responsibility 
to feed and water their breeding rabbits. 
 

10. Each exhibitor will be responsible for bringing his/her exhibits to the judging table. 
 

11. All entries must be the bona fide property of the exhibitor at least 30 days prior to the show. 
 

12. There will be a maximum limit of three does and three bucks to be shown per exhibitor. 
 

13. These rabbits must leave the Fairgrounds immediately following the conclusion of the rabbit 
show and awards ceremony.
