o All fish must be Caught out of Lake Somerville. No fishing from any
other lakes, rivers, Creeks, private lakes anhd/or behind the dam.

o NOTE! Weigh in time will be between ¢:00pm — ¢:30pm each day. You
tust be in line by ¢:30pm, NO EXCEPTIONS.

o TWeigh In will be at the Qverlook Park Covered Pavilion North of the
boat ramp.

o All fish will be gutted after they are weighed. (Except live BlaCk Bass)

e (Only Contestants are allowed to fish out of the boat during the
Tourhament.

o TWinner will be determined by single fFish weight. 2 fish per Category per
person only at each weigh in.

e (Contestants must piCKk out the 2 biggest fish per Category to be weighed
before stepping up to weigh station.
